Your job is to examine, in depth, the way your author fulfills her/his purpose in a text.  You should look at both style and rhetoric including such elements as tone, specific diction, development of imagery and detail, syntax, and the formality or informality of the language, anecdotes, examples, juxtapositions, etc (to name a few).  To thoroughly understand a text, you must see and make sense of the multifaceted ways the writer employs language to get the intended message across to you, the reader.
