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Grading Rubric
Task: As the “silly-bus” explains, you are to prepare 10 Reader’s Response Journal entries for a possible total of 200 pts.  Each entry should be a snapshot of your reading process in which you record questions, observations, stylistic elements, personal comments, and quotations.  Each page of the journal should be divided in half vertically – on the left side you record text information, and on the right side you respond to what you have read in writing:

* a personal response in which you demonstrate a connection with the text


* an analytical response in which you critique the story

* a response that questions the author or yourself.  Question things/events which you 
do not understand, that confuse you, or things that you have never thought about.
