

I. Political  Costs

A. Russia-

1. Russia is forced to leave the war due to political revolution-(Bolshevik Revolution)

2. Czar Nicholas II  is forced to abdicate his throne

3. Vladimir Lenin takes control of government under Communist rule

4. Russia signs the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk to end its involvement in WWI

5. Russia loses Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia and part of the Ukraine  to Germany

B. Germany-

1. Germany loses WWI and is forced to unconditional surrender by the Allies
2. Germany’s leader Kaiser Wilhelm I is forced to abdicate his throne and flees to Holland

3. Germany is forced to give up its colonies and all territory it gained during the war 

4. Germany is forced to give up Alsace-Lorraine to France

5. Germany is forced to sign the Treaty of Versailles and accept Article 231 (The War Guilt Clause)
6. The Allies create a new, more democratic German government called The Weimar Republic
C. Austria-Hungary-

1. Austria-Hungary is broken up into many independent nations due to self-determination specified under the Treaty of Versailles
2. Former members of the Austro-Hungarian Empire are protected by Allied mandates
D. Ottoman Empire-

1. Ottoman territory is divided into Allied mandates which allow self-determination for people who want independence from Ottoman rule

II. Monetary costs-

1. The war cost an estimated $338 billion in 1918 dollars

2. Germany is forced to pay $33 billion  to France as reparations for war damages

III. Human costs-
